BACKGROUND/HISTORY:  
Aspersection 17oftheDangerous Goods Transportation andHandling ActaDangerous
Goods Route Bylaw implemented byalocalauthority andapproved bytheMinister will
cease tohaveforce5yearsafter itscommencement, oraftertheeffective dateof
renewal ofapproval. 

Subsequent tothe2019renewal ofthe2004bylaw, correspondence wasreceived from
Alberta Transportation identifying inaccuracies inthebylawandadvising thatthe
inaccuracies willberequired tobecorrected before approval beyond 2024. 

Theupdated draftTransportation ofDangerous Goods Routing Bylaw 1534-24was
created usingthemodel bylaw template provided intheguidelines andwascirculated
internally andtoPincher Creek Emergency Services forcomment.  Nomajor comments
orconcerns werereturned internally andnocomments werereceived fromPincher
Creek Emergency Services.   

TheBylaw received firstandsecond reading attheregular meeting ofCouncil onJuly22,  
2024.  Inaddition, direction wasgiven toadministration todevelop communications
withallproperty owners alongPronghorn Avenue andprovide feedback prior tothird
reading. 

TheDraft Bylaw wassubmitted toAlberta Transportation forreview, comment and
approval. OnJuly31, 2024aresponse wasreceived indicating thatthedraftwasnot
approved andrequired minor amendments prior toapproval.  Theupdated draft
includes therequired amendments.

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OnAugust6, 2024aletter (attached) wasmailed tosevenproperty owners adjacent to
Pronghorn Avenue. Four responses werereceived. Attheregular meeting onAugust 26,  
2024Council directed administration toamend theBylawbyremoving Pronghorn
Avenue prior tothirdandfinal reading. 

Theupdated drafthasbeensenttoAlberta Transportation again forreview and
comments witharesponse received onSeptember 4, 2024 indicating that thereareno
amendment required forDraftBylaw 1534-24aswritten.

BYLAW 1534-24
OFTHETOWNOFPINCHER CREEK

INTHEPROVINCE OFALBERTA

BEING ABYLAWOFTHETOWN OFPINCHER CREEK INTHEPROVINCE OFALBERTA, TOREGULATE
THETRANSPORTATION OFDANGEROUS GOODS

WHEREAS, theCouncilof theTownofPincher Creek, dulyassembled, deems itadvisable toset
forth thetermsandconditions toregulate thetransportation ofdangerous goods inandthrough
theTownof Pincher Creek. 

ANDWHEREAS,intheinterest ofpublic safety theTown isdesirous ofrestricting vehicles
transporting dangerous goods toDangerous Goods Truck Routes asmuchaspossible; 

NOWTHEREFORE, theCouncil oftheTownofPincher Creek, under theauthority vested initby
Section 17oftheDangerous Goods Transportation andHandling Act, RSA2000, cD-4 (the
Dangerous Goods Transportation andHandling Act”), hereby enacts asfollows: 

1.ShortTitle
1.1ThisBylaw maybecitedasthe “Transportation ofDangerous Goods Routing

Bylaw”. 
2.Definitions

2.1Unless otherwise defined, thisBylaw adopts thedefinitions contained in: 
a)TheDangerous Goods Transportation andHandling ActanditsRegulations, as

amended; and
b)TheTraffic Safety Act, RSA2000, cT-6anditsRegulations, asamended.. 

2.2For thepurposes ofthisBylaw, ‘placardable quantities’ means: 
a)Aconsignment ofdangerous goods inaquantity thatrequires placard(s)  

pursuant totheTransportation ofDangerous GoodsRegulations; or
b)Anintermediate bulkcontainer displaying labels pursuant toSection 4.15.3(c)  

oftheTransportation ofDangerous Goods Regulations, SOR/2001-286, as
amended.  

3.Transportation ofDangerous Goods
3.1Subject tothisbylaw, allvehicles transporting dangerous goods arealsosubject to

theTraffic Bylaw asamended fromtimetotime. 
3.2Nopersonshall transport, inoronavehicle within thecorporate limitsoftheTown

ofPincher Creek, anydangerous goods inplacardable quantities unless thevehicle
istravelling onanapproved Dangerous Goods Route asshown onthemapin
Schedule “A” tothisBylaw. 

3.3Section 3.2applies toallpersons, except thosewhoare: 
a)Obtaining ordelivering dangerous goods inplacardable quantities atalocation

intheTownofPincher Creekbythemostdirect route between Dangerous
GoodsRoutes; or
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Bylaw1534-24
b)Proceeding toorfromavehicle storage location bythemostdirect route

between Dangerous Goods Routes. 
3.4Notwithstanding Section 3.2, whereaperson isrequired totransport dangerous

goods inplacardable quantities offadesignated Dangerous Goods Route, apermit
Schedule “D”) maybeobtained fromtheMunicipality orfromtheFireChiefby

telephoning orwriting to: 
a)Municipality

3.5Noperson transporting dangerous goods inplacardable quantities shallstopwithin
theMunicipality except: 
a)Atapermitted storage location, meaning anyareawhich isatleaseonehundred

andfifty (150) metersaway fromthenearest residential, institutional or
assembly areaandisapproved bytheFireChief; 

b)Toloadorunload
c)Incompliance withaPeace Officer, aBylaw Enforcement Officeran Inspector

oratraffic control device; 
d)Torepairorrefuel thevehicle, or
e)Incompliance withavalidpermit. 

3.6Documentation
a)Unless otherwise exempted bytheTransportation ofDangerous Goods

Regulations, aperson shall, whenrequested byaPeace OfficerorBylaw
Enforcement Officer, produce fortheOfficer’sinspection anyshipping
document, anypermit issued under thisBylaw, oranyotherdocument showing
thedesignation ofallshipments andadescription ofanydangerous goods.  

b)Anydocument obtained beaPeace Officer orBylaw Enforcement Officer under
thisSection, shallbeadmitted inevidence asproof, inabsence ofevidence to
thecontrary, without proofofthesignature orofficial character oftheperson
whosigned orecertified thecopiesofthedocument. 

3.7Violation Ticket
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Bylaw1534-24
a)Aviolation ticket, noticeorformcommonly calledanOffence Ticket maybe

issued byaPeace OfficerorBylaw Enforcement Officer toanyperson alleged to
havebreached anyprovision ofthisBylaw, andthatviolation ticketmayrequire
thepayment inanamount, nottoexceed OneThousand Dollars ($1000),as
specified inSchedule “C”, attached toandforming partoftheBylaw, forthat
particular breach oftheBylaw; 

b)AnOffence Ticket shallbedeemed tobesufficiently served whenitis: 
i.Served personally ontheaccused; 
ii.Mailed totheaddress oftheregistered ownerofthevehicle concerned or

totheperson concerned; or
iii.Attached toorleftuponthevehicle allegedly involved intheoffence. 

c)Nothing inthisBylaw shall prevent anyperson fromdefending achargeof
committing abreachoftheprovisions oftheBylaw. 

d)Anyperson whocommits abreach ofanyoftheprovisions ofthisBylaw shall,  
onconviction forsuchbreach, beliable toapenalty notexceeding One
Thousand Dollars ($1000), exclusive ofcosts, ortoimprisonment, inthecaseof
non-payment, foratermnotexceeding six (6) months, ortobothfineand
imprisonment.  

4.ThisBylaw shallcome intoforceonthedateofitsapproval bytheMinister of
Transportation andEconomic Corridors.

The Town of Pincher Creek wishes to take this opportunity to draw several Alberta
Transportation related drainage Issues to your attenWn. These issues have existed For
some time and once again contributed to problems events of June. 2005. 

The issues are summarized as follows: 

1) Highway No. 6 Double Box Culvert at Ketttes Creek, Adjacent to
Pincher Creek Golf Course

Curing the June, 2045 ralnf h event, and previously in 2002 and 1995? 
thls structure trapped debris coming downstream in Kettles Creek. The
trapped debris causes significant backup of water onto the Pincher Creek
Golf Course. The back- up of water causes damage to the facility. Repair

of the damage has been Costly and has Interrupted the Lise of the faculty. 

The problem appears to be caused by relat9veiy small openings in the
double tox culvert. The issue would be resolved if the structure was
replaced with a structure with a single ripening with sufficient capacity ko
accommodate the Kettles Creek flaws at this location. 
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2) Highway No. 6 Drainage North of plain Street

Dralnage from the area to the .Southwest of the intersection of Highway
No. 6 and main Street drains down the west ditch to Highway, No. 6
towards Pincher Creek. During significant rainfall events, this ditch dues
not have the capacity to accommodate the volume of water that drains to
the ditch. Some of the water spills into the residential area to the north, - 
hest of the intersection of Highway No. 6 and plain Street The level of
the water in the ditr-h also rises above sanitary sewer manholes, adding to
the already significant Infiltration and irifiow volumes experienced In the
Town of Pincher ' Creek sanitary sewage colIP-Ltm system. 

This ;ssue oouid be alleviated if the drainage from the area to the south- 
west of Man Street and HIghway No. 5 was diverted to the east ditch on
Highway No. 6. 

3) Culvert, Mein Street and Highway No. 507

rhe culvert Lnder Main Street in the west ditch of Highway 507 ,appears
to be undersized to accommodate the flogs generated by large rainfall
events. This causes water to back- up into the lands to the south- west of
the intersection.

Hi Andrea, 

It' s unfortunate that this news wasn' t communicated sooner. I had inquired about ice fee' s back in June

to the Rec Department told me that the Town Budget was already approved for such matters and that an
increase in ice fee' s were not in the approved budget. 

So somewhere in the Town communications something is not correct and information is not being
properly passed down. 

I also fail to see the relevance in what other towns do or don' t do (why Coaldate a Town larger than ours
and a much busier facility is even being comparable to us seems odd). Why not look at what works for
Pincher Creek and make the necessary adjustments accordingly to our needs vs, what other towns
need. 

The cost of ice in Raymond and Coaldale could be influenced by their proximity to Lethbridge which
would be irrelevant to our facility. 

Also, when comparing other towns one has to look at what they are receiving in return for a heavier cost, 
ie: better facilities, more ice time being used, etc. 

We seem to have to battle bad ice conditions, no heat, dated dressing rooms etc and now we' re being

charged the same as other Towns that may or may not have these issues. 

I' m disappointed by the timing of this matter when we are already welt into the planning phase of our
season and also the reasoning beingvery vague and tacks and real reasoning to increasing the cost
regardless of how much the increase is. 

With this decision being made in June and bot communicated till August shows that there need to be
better communication within the Town

Arena is on
Page 10), To maintain current service levels, l wilt be presenting a potential increase in user fees for the
2024- 2025 season. We will be asking Councilto support a 6. 7%, or $5 per hour increase for ice rental. 
This will bring the fee to $80 an hour. 

The Recreation Advisory Committee met on June 20, 2024 to discuss this potential increase in user
fees. They wanted to compare what neighbouring communities charge and if we are aligned with fees in
our region. We shared with them the following information: Fort Macleod is $ 85; Coatdale is $ 95; 
Crowsnest is $ 74 ($ 75 in 2025); Raymond is $ 90; and Cardston is $ 80. 

This fee increase will be on the August 261h Council agenda. Any representative from minor hockey can
attend the meeting and I' m also available to meet if have concerns or questions. The Rec Advisory
Committee wanted to make sure you were aware of this potential increase ahead of any planning for
your club' s season.

Overall, seenomajorconcernswiththedevelopment
proposalifCouncilwantstoproceedwithit.  

ForCouncil toactastheDevelopment Authority and approve the proposal, theyshouldbe
presentedwithadraftpermitwiththesuggested conditionsofapproval thattheyratifywhen
they make their decision. Council willbetheonedeciding uponthepermit foramulti-unit
residential (apartment) dwelling. Thus, theDOshould present themdraft conditions fora
development permitjustlikewiththeMDSAprocess.

475.1, sooverallveryclose). Onceagain, Councilcanapproveasproposed, andthisdoesnotentail
aformalwaiverhavingtoberequiredasitisDirectControl, butCouncilshouldgivearationaleof
thereasoningiftheygrantavariancetoanyoutlinedstandards.   

Council mayapplyanydevelopment standards itconsiders necessary havingregardtobutnot
boundbySchedule4oftheLandUseBylaw.
